ADDITIONAL FINANCIAL INFORMATION

Payment of Fees
The fee is broken down into two components, each to be paid
separately:

a The program fee, which must be paid at least one month
before the start of the program (see above for current prices and
deadlines);

a The airfare, which must be paid directly to the travel agent.

Students will be notified in writing of the dates for payment of
these fees at the time of acceptance into the program.

Financial Aid

Most forms of financial aid, including the Hope Scholarship, are
applicable to tuition and program fees. Georgia Southern students
who wish financial aid for the Segovia Program should apply for
Financial Aid no later than March 2, 2010 for the Summer and
no later than one semester in advance of participation in the
semester program (i.e., for financial aid to apply to the Fall
Semester Program, a student should apply for financial aid at the
beginning of the Spring Semester).

Non-Georgia Southern students must contact the Financial Aid
Office at their home institutions for instructions on applying
Financial Aid to the Georgia Southern program. All non-Georgia
Southern students must pay tuition and fees in full on the dates
specified. All participants must arrange to have any grants or
loans disbursed to them in time to meet the fee deadlines.

Refund Policy

Program fees are not refundable as of June 1 for the Summer
Program, as of August 1 for the Fall Semester Program, and as of
January 1 for the Spring Semester Program. Program services are
contracted in advance and must be paid whether or not the student
is able to continue the program. Tuition will be refunded
according to the University's schedule of refunds. Limitations on
airfare refunds may apply. Contact the travel agency directly for
refund requests and limits applicable.

Application deadlines

Students will receive acknowledgment of receipt of application
and final notification of acceptance within one month of
application, once all application materials have been received.
There is a non-refundable deposit of $100.00 required for
application, which will be returned only if the student is not
accepted. All deposits are deducted from total price of program
and airfare fees.

Travel Documents

All students will need a valid passport to enter Spain. Please secure
the passport as soon as possible (passport applications may be
obtained from some U.S. Post Offices in large cities or through some
travel agents.) Medical and liability documents must be submitted
before departure date, and students must show proof of medical and
liability insurance. It is recommended that students purchase the CIEE
International Student Identification Card, which can be obtained
through the Center for International Studies (Forest Bldg. 1313).

Air Transportation

We make available to participants, at their option, a group
transatlantic flight that allows for individual extension beyond the
program dates. Student assumes financial responsibility for getting to
the point of departure of the transatlantic flight, usually Atlanta,
Miami, or New York. Students are welcome to make their own travel
arrangements, but must be in Segovia by the starting date of the
program (June 21, 2010) and may not leave until the conclusion of
final exams (July 31, 2010).

Personal Travel

Students are free to travel on weekends. One long (4-day) weekend is
included during the program for personal travel. Additional
information about this program may be obtained from Dr. Suazo.

ELIGIBILITY AND APPLICATION
Academic Eligibility

Normally, students must have completed at least 4 semesters of
university-level Spanish, or the equivalent. Grade point average of
3.0 in all Spanish work undertaken and a 2.5 cumulative grade
point average. Requests for exceptions to these criteria should be
addressed to the program director.

Transient students

Students from other University System schools are welcome to
enroll. In order to receive credit at their home institutions,
however, they must enroll as transient students at Georgia
Southern for the summer or semester. Such students should request
applications for admission from the Registrar's Office at Georgia
Southern (there is an application fee for undergraduates) and
follow the directions for application as transient students.

ACADEMIC INFORMATION

Supervision and Instruction

Dr. Jorge W. Suazo of the Department of Foreign Languages at
Georgia Southern University directs the Summer Program. All
instruction is provided by Spanish professors.

SUMMER PROGRAMS COURSE LOAD
Undergraduate Courses (all 3 semester hours)

Students will take three courses:

O  Spanish Conversation and Composition;
O  Spanish Language Through Literature;
QO  Spanish Culture and Civilization.

Graduate Courses (all 3 semester hours)

O Intensive Language or Intensive Literature
Q  Civilization and Cultural Methods

Excursions and visits related to the Spanish Culture and
Civilization course are part of the content of that course and to the
degree possible, will be integrated into the other two courses.
Excursions are a part of the academic work, not optional tours.

Additional Excursions

Students will be able to arrange for additional, optional excursions
at their own expense. The director and the Spanish faculty will be
able to provide some assistance, if needed, in making travel
recommendations or arrangements in-country. Students are free to
travel on weekends as long as they register the itinerary and
lodgings through the program director.
